• In collaboration with the Board's Undergraduate Education Advisory Committee
and presidents and trustees of public junior, technical or state colleges, identify
areas to reinforce the distinctive mission of community, technical and state
colleges and develop policy recommendations to ensure seamless student
progress through the educational pipeline linking with the K‐12 system, adult  
education and four‐year institutions.
